Introduction

This SEND Information Report is written in line with the SEND Code of Practice (DfE, 2015) and the Equality Act (2010). It outlines how Eastbury Farm Primary School meets its statutory duties to support pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND), and provides clear information for parents and carers about the provision, support and services available.
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Eastbury Farm Primary School is an inclusive mainstream school that values every pupil as an individual and is committed to enabling all pupils to achieve their full potential.

We achieve this through:

· High-quality inclusive teaching for all pupils

· Effective Ordinarily Available Provision within the classroom

· Targeted and specialist support where required

All staff maintain high expectations and work in close partnership with parents and carers to secure strong progress and positive outcomes.
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What are Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND)? 
A child or young person has SEND if they have a learning difficulty or disability which requires special educational provision to be made for them (SEND Code of Practice, 2015).

A child has a learning difficulty or disability if they:

· Have significantly greater difficulty in learning than others of the same age, or

· Have a disability which prevents or hinders access to facilities generally provided
The four broad areas of need are:
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Could include:
- specific learning difficulties
(SpLD), e.g. dyslexia, dyscalculia

+ moderate learning difficulties
(MLD)

- severe learning difficulties (SLD)

« profound and multiple
learning difficulty (PLMD)

Communication and
interaction

Could include:

« speech, language and
communication needs (SLCN)

+ autism

« social communication difficulties

The four broad

areas of need

Social, emotional and
mental health difficulties

Could include:

- attention deficit hyperactivity
disorder (ADHD)

« anxiety disorders
- mental health issues

Sensory and/or

physical needs

Could include:

+ visual impairment (V1)

« hearing impairment (HI)

+ multi-sensory impairment (MSI)
« physical disability (PD)





Pupils may require support for a short period or throughout their education.


Identification of Need
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We use a graduated and evidence-informed approach to identify pupils with SEND. This includes:

· Information from previous settings, including SEN Support Plans and EHCPs

· Ongoing teacher assessment, observation and progress tracking

· Regular review of class provision maps

· Termly pupil progress meetings with senior leaders

If concerns arise:

· Parents/carers should first speak with the class teacher

· Further support may involve the SENCo and Inclusion Lead

Early identification is central to effective support.



How We Support Pupils
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All pupils receive:

· A broad and balanced curriculum

· High-quality, inclusive teaching with appropriate adaptations through Ordinarily Available Provision
Where additional support is required:

· Teachers implement reasonable adjustments (e.g. scaffolding, pre-teaching, adapted tasks, visual supports)

· Provision follows the graduated approach: Assess – Plan – Do – Review (APDR)
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If a pupil is identified as having or may have SEND:

· A SEN Support Plan is created and reviewed termly with parents and pupils

Where progress remains limited, specialist external support may be sought.


Monitoring Progress
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Parents and carers are kept fully informed through:

· Termly parent consultation meetings

· Annual written reports

· Termly SEN Support Plan review 

· Annual EHCP reviews 

Additional meetings are arranged as required.


Matching Provision to Need
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Provision is personalised and may include:

· Adapted teaching and learning environments

· Small group or 1:1 support
· Use of visuals and scaffolds
· Pre-teaching and overlearning

· Sensory supports

· Personalised curriculum approaches

· Assistive technology

· Evidence-based interventions

· Specialist external support

Provision is recorded on class provision maps and reviewed regularly.


Supporting Wellbeing
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We promote pupils’ wellbeing through:

· A whole-school approach to positive mental health
· Wellbeing weeks, assemblies and workshops

· Therapeutic Thinking approaches within our behaviour policy

· PSHE curriculum (Jigsaw)

· Zones of Regulation and emotional literacy approaches

· Targeted pastoral support, including group and 1:1 interventions

· Access to external services such as MHST and family support


Staff Training and Expertise
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Staff receive regular, targeted CPD to ensure high-quality provision for pupils with SEND.
The SENCo attends Local Authority briefings and ensures that staff are kept up to date with current guidance and best practice.


Specialist Services
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Where appropriate, we access support from external services, including:

· Speech and Language Therapy

· Speech, Language, Communication and Autism Team

· Occupational Therapy

· CAMHS

· DSPL9 and outreach services

· Sensory and Physical Impairment Teams

· Mental Health Support Team (MHST)

· School Nursing and Health Visitors

· South West Herts Partnership

· Acorn and other local services

Parental consent is always obtained prior to referrals.



Working in Partnership with Parents
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We value strong collaboration with parents and carers through:

· An open and supportive communication approach

· Termly SEN review meetings

· Regular communication with staff

· Workshops, newsletters and website updates


Inclusion in Wider School Life
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We are committed to ensuring that all pupils can access:

· Educational visits

· Clubs and enrichment opportunities

This is supported through:

· Reasonable adjustments

· Risk assessments where appropriate

· Close collaboration with families and professionals
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We are compliant with the Equality Act (2010) and ensure:

· Accessible learning environments wherever possible

· Inclusive classroom practice

· Individual adaptations based on need

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Transitions

We support pupils at key transition points by:

· Liaising closely with previous and receiving settings

· Sharing relevant information and provision plans

· Providing additional visits and transition support where required

· Conducting home visits for pupils entering Nursery and Reception
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Provision is funded through:

· The school’s notional SEND budget

· High Needs Funding (for pupils with an EHCP)

Support is allocated based on assessed individual need and evidence of impact.
